New York Academy of Art announces New  Artists' RESIDENCY and exhibition -
"Drawing On Sight+Site"
December 27 - January 18, 2010 

American MFA students from the New York Academy of Art in residency in the 
Dominican Republic, materials generously provided  by Utrecht.
Organized in conjunction with: District& CO & The Altos de Chavon School of Design

Description: Under the guidance of artist, Catherine Howe, four second year MFA 
students from the Academy, in collaboration with several outstanding undergraduate 
students from Altos de Chavon will participate in an intensive and ambitious three -
week multi-media, collaborative drawing project "The New York Academy: Drawing on 
Sight + Site"

Students will collaborate on the creation of drawings in response to each other and the 
site-specific aspects of the tropical beauty and rich cultural heritage of the Dominican 
Republic. The Americans will bring large rolls of watercolor paper/ ink/ watercolor/ oils, 
etc. that will all be employed to create new works of art "on site" at Altos de Chavon, 
Romano. This will culminate in a high quality exhibition at District & CO, an art center in 
Santo Domingo and later travel to NYAA in New York City. All art materials will be 
donated by Utrecht in the USA- and any leftover materials will be donated to the Altos de 
Chavon students. The participating American students will also spend one week in the 
city of Santo Domingo in collaboration with District&CO. We will have round table 
discussions and digital presentations with students, faculty, and local artists at 
District&CO. This is a positive way to enhance the drawing program at Altos de Chavon 
while giving our MFA second-year students- who will graduate May 2010, a wonderful
challenge to interact with the students and faculty of Altos de Chavon, and artists from 
the Dominican Republic.

The Venues: Located in the heart of TriBeCa, the New York 
Academy of Art, a Not-for-profit educational and cultural 
institution, is dedicated to the Advancement of figurative 
painting, sculpture and drawing. The first Graduate school in 
the United States devoted exclusively to the study of the 
human figure, the Academy fosters values and skills intrinsic to 
the creation of significant contemporary art. Artists, scholars

and patrons of the arts, including Andy Warhol, who were interested in fostering the 
resurgence of figurative and representational art, founded the New York Academy of Art 
in 1982. The current facility at 111 Franklin Street, in the heart of TriBeCa, was 
purchased in 1993. In January 2002, His Royal Highness The Prince of Wales conferred 
his Patronage on the New York Academy of Art. This Royal Patronage is the first of its 
kind bestowed on a visual arts institution in the United States.
